●​ Have a secure knowledge of the relevant subject(s) and curriculum areas, foster and maintain 
pupils’ interest in the subject, and address misunderstandings. 

●​ Use a variety of learning styles to maximise student engagement and progression in securing 
subject knowledge and preparation for examinations. 

 
D.​ Plan and teach well-structured lessons 

●​ Promote a love of learning and children’s intellectual curiosity.  
●​ Contribute to the design and provision of an inclusive, engaging curriculum within the 

relevant subject area(s). 



 
E. Adapt teaching to respond to the strengths and needs of all pupils 

●​ Have a secure understanding of how a range of factors can inhibit pupils’ ability to learn, and 
how best to overcome these.  

●​ Demonstrate a clear understanding of the needs of all pupils, including those with special 
educational needs; those of high ability; those with English as an additional language; those 
with disabilities; and be able to use and evaluate distinctive teaching approaches to engage 
and support them. 

F. Make accurate and productive use of assessment 
●​ Demonstrate effective use of assessment to monitor student achievement, attainment and 

progress. 

G. Manage behaviour effectively to ensure a good and safe learning environment 

 
●​ Have high expectations, clear rules and routines for behaviour in classrooms, and take 

responsibility for promoting good and courteous behaviour both in classrooms and around 
the school, in accordance with the school’s behaviour policy.
